In 2011, Mr Wahra was elected as Independent Member of Certification and Review Board (CARB) of Humanitarian Accountability Partnership (HAP; a Geneva based humanitarian organization) followed by which he became the chair of the board. His contribution, as the chief editor, to translations of the Minimum Standards for Child Protection in Humanitarian Action and Inter-Agency Network for Education in Emergencies (INEE) of the Sphere Hand Book in Bangla, is immense. He also disseminated the standards through co-writing training manuals and providing the training. Since 1997, he is the founder editor for Bangladesh Disaster Year Report which is an annual report on the disaster and environmental hazards.

Mr Wahra is the founder convener and is currently acting as the member secretary of Foundation for Disaster Forum (DF) which is a national membership organization of 67 agencies and individuals working in the field of humanitarian response in Bangladesh. He is also the founder member of South Asian Disaster Network “Duryog Nivaran”. 
Mr Wahra is an Ex. Director, Disaster Management and Climate Change Programme (BRAC). He was a Adjunct Faculty at the Institute of Disaster Management and Vulnerability Studies, University of Dhaka. He assisted in developing the under graduation and post graduation curriculum for disaster management courses at public universities. He is the convener of National NGO Coordination on Refugee issues. He is a Lead Editor – Sphere Project, INEE, Sphere Pocket Book and Introduction to the Core Humanitarian Standards online course by HUMANITARIAN LEADERSHIP ACADEMY English to Bengali.
